Sleep has a powerful influence on our lives. The traditional theory about sleep is that our brain 
needs to rest for several hours to refresh itself and to ‘file’ in our memory everything that happened 
to us during the day. If we are not allowed to sleep, we eventually die.

However, Ray Meddis, a scientist at University, has a fascinating new theory. He suggests that we don’t really have to sleep at all. We sleep only because our brain is ‘programmed’ to make us do so.
