	I revise how to make polite requests.

I read through the requests in the box and the

responses. Give some examples with each one.

I introduce I’d rather you didn’t.

I explain the task. In pairs, students will look at

each picture and create a dialogue with a request and a response for each one. I read the example to demonstrate.

I go through the pictures and make sure students understand what is happening, who in the picture will make the request, and whether the response will be negative or positive.

Students work in pairs to complete the task.

I monitor, noting any common errors to review

with the whole class after the activity.

I check their answers.

I explain the use of I’d rather… to express

preferences, and give examples.

I read through the example exchange.

Students form pairs and ask and answer the

questions about their own preferences.

I monitor, noting any common errors to review

with the whole class after the activity.

I ask some pairs to demonstrate, then discuss

with the whole class and find out which choices

were most popular with the class, and why.

I ask students what kind of text this is (a school

magazine).

Students look at the pictures and say what is

happening.

I introduce the new word brave.

I read through paragraph e with the class and

check understanding.

I explain the new word tram.

Students read the other parts of the text and

number the sections in the correct order.

Students form pairs and compare answers.

I check their answers.

I make sure they have understood the new words

medal and Paralympic Games correctly from the

context.

I divide the class in half and get one half to find

examples of the past simple and the other half to

find examples of past continuous tenses. I discuss

the usage of the two tenses.

	I revise the word brave. I discuss which jobs

people have to be brave to do.

1 Students look at the pictures and guess which

order they should go in. I introduce the new word gorilla. Students say what they think happens in the two stories.

I play the cassette or read the tapescript. Students listen and order the pictures –3 for each story.

I check answers with the whole class.

I remind students of the uses of the past simple

and continuous tenses. I set the scene with the

past continuous and interrupt it with the past

simple.  Students form pairs and re-tell the stories using the pictures as prompts.

I monitor, noting any common errors to review

with the whole class after the activity.

I check their answers, encouraging them to use

full sentences in their answers.

I ask some pairs to demonstrate.

I get students to do it again with their books

closed.
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
