	I revise the present perfect with How long …?

I read through the questions with students.

Students form pairs and ask and answer the

questions, saying what they think is happening in the picture.

I monitor, noting any common errors.

I ask some pairs to give their answers. I encourage them to use full sentences in their answers to practise the present perfect continuous.

I read through the questions and options with the students and check understanding. Get them to guess some answers.

Play the cassette or read the tape script. Students circle a, b or c to answer each question.

I check their answers.

I play the cassette or read the tape script again to confirm their answers, stopping just after each answer is heard.

I read through the instructions and the example exchange with the students and check understanding. Elicit a few answers from the class.

I monitor, noting any common errors.

I ask some pairs to demonstrate.

	I ask Ss if they know what an engineer does.

Students look at the text and say what kind it

is (an internet page), and what the subject is,

according to the menu bar (work).

I have them read the speech bubble.

I ask who Dr Shakir Badawi is.

I ask students to look at the picture of Dr Badawi and say how old they think he is, and how long they think he’s been an engineer.

I introduce the new word dam.

Students read the text and work in pairs to

deduce the best meaning for the words from the

article.

I check their answers out loud.

1 Check that students understand the meaning of effects and elicit some examples,

I explain the task. Students read the text again to find the effects of the different projects and the problems caused by them, and write them in the table. I explain that they only need to write key information in note form, as in the example.

Students complete the task individually, then

form pairs and compare their answers.
