	I elicit what students can remember about how

passenger planes have changed over the years.

Students look at the magazine page and picture

and predict what the article is about.

I introduce the new word article.

I read through the notes and explain the new

words to land, dollars, predict, ordinary and

intend. I get students to make full sentences from some of the notes and highlight the structure that they should use: will (do).

I play the tape script. Students number the sections of notes according to the order they appear on the cassette. I play the cassette or read the tape script again, stopping after each section to check their answers and to elicit the complete version of the notes.

Students form pairs and talk about the future

of plane and space travel, using the notes from

Exercise 6 in the correct order, and speaking in complete sentences as in the examples.

I monitor, noting any common errors to review

with the whole class after the activity.

I ask some pairs to demonstrate.

Students close their books and tell the class

about the future of plane and space travel from

memory.
