The streets of the capital were quiet as most of the people were resting after the celebrations. At the palace, one of Sapt's servants was waiting for them. His name was Freyler. Sapt told him that the King caught his finger in a door. Sapt told Freyler not to tell anyone about what he had seen. When Fritz saw Rudolf Rassendyll, he thought he was the King, so he jumped up and bowed in front of him.


Suddenly there was a knock on the door. Sapt asked Rudolf Rassendyll to go to bed and pretend that he was asleep.
