· Axel lost his way and broke his torch so his head hit a sharp rock he fell down and fainted.

3- Hans:-

· Hans (packed) (put) the tools into a bag and tied it to along    rope to(lower)( descend) their supplies     ( guns- scientific instruments – tools – food – drinks )

5- Dr Fridrikson:

· Dr Fridrikson ( help )( was helpful ) Axel and Lidenbrock by giving them information about sneffels and he (arranged) (prepared ) Hans to guide them to  sneffels

6- Arne Saknussemm :
· Arne Saknussemm was the owner of the old book. 
· He was a famous scientist in the sixteenth century who used Latin in the writing of discoveries.

· He was the writer of the parchment.

7- The old book :
· The book was 600 years old.
· The book was written by Snorri Sturlasson in 12th century. 

· The book was a translation of old Icelandic book.

8- Snorri Sturlasson :
· Was the writer of the old book in the 12th century. 

9- Danish scientist:
· Gave Lidenbrock introduction letters to the most important people in Iceland to helpthem one of them was Dr Fridrikson. 

10- Icelanders :
· Were very kind people.They gave Axel,Hans and Lidenbrock (free) food and drinks (without money) (but they didn;t take any money).

11- Runes :
· Were old Icelandic alphabet letters.
12- Latin :

· Was the language which the scientists used to write their discoveries in the 16th century.

13- sneffels :
· Was a very big mountain. It was extinct volcano. It hadn’t erupted since 1229.It  had several craters but only the middle led to the earth. It is about 5000feet high about 2000 meters high. The crater of sneffels was shaped like an ice cream cone.
14- The dream :
· Axel  dreamed that he was inside a volcano there was a great explosion and he was shot up out of the volcano like a rocket.

15- The parchment :
· Was a paper made of animal skin. The handwriting of the parchment was different from the hand writing of the book so  Lidenbrock thought the owner of the book was the person who wrote it.

16- The underground water :
· The water was boiling cooled down in the open air. The water tasted better than any water Axel  had ever tasted before. The water helped the characters to know the quickest way down to the center of the earth. They found the water in the western passage behind the rocks.
17- Atlas:
· Lidenbrock asked Axel to bring the atlas from the  bookshelf to show Axel the places Arne had written about on the map of Iceland.

18- The course of  the journey :
· L.B and Axel prepared guns,tools and scientific instruments for the journey. They set off the journey and traveled to Copenhagen by steamer from Copenhagen they traveled to Iceland by ship.= by sea

19- The sea:
· The sea was rough = the waves were so high so Lidenbrock was seasick during the voyage.
20- The country side:
· The countryside was bleak. There were no crops and hardly any animals. The grass was yellow.
21 –Farm house:
· Lidenbrock, Axel and Hans stayed in farmhouse at night.

22 – The road:
· They walked over beds of lava. The rocks were sharp and they hurt there feet.

23 – Air:
· They climbed snaffles. They climbed higher and higher. It was harder and harder to breathe because of the thin air.

24 – Ropes:
· They descended the crater of snaffles by using ropes.

25 – The sun:

· There was no sun for 3 days so the journey put off/ delayed for 3 days and Lidenbrock was so angry. For 3 days clouds covered the sun from 25th June to 28th June 
26 – Eastern path:

· Lidenbrock point to eastern path. Hans and Axel followed him. They walked for 3 days. Axel noticed the path was going up not down so he felt tired Axel also noticed there were preserved plants and animals in the rocks so he guessed that they took a wrong path. They walked (8days) 5days until they reached the end and 3days to return to the crossroad. Axel was tired and very thirsty. Axel fell to the ground. Lidenbrock lifted Axel and gave him the last water he saved for Axel.

27 – Axel’s ears:
· Axel felt a pain in his ears because of the increased air pressure. Lidenbrock advised Axel to breathe quickly to relieve the pressure. They were 125km below the earth 845km from Iceland by 7th August.
· Axel ran against the rocks cut himself fell on the floor and fainted.
