In some countries, people first had televisions about 90
years ago, but televisions were very different from
today. Before 1935, the picture on a TV screen was
smaller that a postcard! Most TV programmes were in
black and white.

In the 1940s, TV companies in the USA began to make
programmes. However, colour TVs were very
expensive, so most people who had television watched
in black and white. Although Egypt had TVs in the
1960s, the country made its first colour TV programme
in 1973.

Televisions were different in those days. People used to
have to walk to the TV to change channels or turn the
TV on and off. Now, we usually use a remote control to
do that.

The first remote controls were made in 1948. the early
remote controls couldn't change the channels, though.
They could only make the pictures on the screen bigger
or smaller. About ten years later, in 1955, the first
remote control was made that is similar to the one we
can use today.
