Yehia Haqqi ( 19+0- 199))

YEHIA HAQQI was one of the pioneers of modern Egyptian Literature . As well as being an

importantwriter,he was an expert on Arab culture.

YEHIA HAQQI was born in )9+0in Sayyida Zeinab district of Cairo. He graduated in law and
worked for a short time as a lawyer. In )91, he began his career as a diplomat and he worked
abroad for more than I years . The time he spent in France , Italy , Turkey and Libya gave him
experiences he later used in his writing.

AT THE SAME TIME as he was working , Haqqi was also writing stories. His first short story,
published (came out) in 1918 established him as one of the great short story writers of the Arab
world.

HAQQI ALWAYS WANTED to help poor and disabled people. He had to go to hospital after

an earthquake in Cairo , but he gave his bed to a poor person who he thought needed it more. In




1900, he wrote a collection of short stories about the poor and the disabled which won an
important prize . Another of his stories , the postman, was made into a film.

HAQQI WROTE IN A NEW WAY about Arab society and customs in the twentieth century

.Haqqi was also interested in the Arabic language and he developed a new style of writing which is
respected today.

AS WELL AS WRITING HIS OWN NOVELS AND STORIES , Haqqi also translated

Russian , French , Italian and Turkish literature into Arabic He was a very strong believer in the
power of education and supported many young Egyptian writers.
Haqqi died in 199); but is still thought of as the father of the modern short story and the novel in

Egypt.
