       When a friend tells you something that is true, but doesn't mention important information that should be included, he can create a false impression. For example, A friend might say, “I just won a hundred pounds on the lottery. I took that pound ticket back to the store and turned it in for 100 pounds!” We then discover that he bought two hundred tickets. He’s really a big loser! He didn’t say anything that was false, but he deliberately omitted important information. That’s called a half-truth. Half-truths are not technically lies, but they are just as dishonest. 
      Candidates in political campaigns often use this tactic to deceive citizens to urge them to vote for them in elections. In the same way, advertisers sometimes use half-truths so that they can increase the sales of a certain product. An advertisement might boast, “Nine out of ten doctors recommend this skin cream.” It didn't mention that they only asked ten doctors and nine of them work for their corporation. Thus, we can't trust others even if they say something that seems to be true. This is a sad fact of life: Lies are lies, and sometimes the truth can lie as well.
