10-Human coronaviruses most commonly spread fr to others
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through respiratory droplets produced when an infected person coughs or sneezes, close
personal contact (such as caring for or living with an infected person), or touching an object
or surface with the virus on it and then touching your mouth or eyes before washing your
hands. Three human coronaviruses (SARS-CoV, MERS-CoV, and 2019-nCoV) are also
thought to spread from infected animals to people through contact.

11-Coronaviruses typically cause respiratory symptoms, such as runny nose, headache,
cough, sore throat, and fever. Sometimes, coronaviruses can cause more severe infections,
such as pneumonia (infection of the lungs), kidney failure, or even death.

(USDA), and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) play distinct but complementary roles
in regulating the importation of live animals and animal products into the United States.
