· A mountain in Iceland.

· Its shadow touches the crater of Sneffels that leads to the centre of the Earth at the end of June ( before July ).

(The Magnifying glass:-

· The professor used it to make the letters bigger.

(The countryside:-

· It was bleak كئيب  as there were no crops , hardly any animals , the grass was yellow and there were large rocks everywhere.

(The electric torch:-
