You still don't believe, I will affirm confirm that to you by some of the scientific miracles as Numerical Congruity in the Holy Quran (Land and Sea),  Human Body,  Sleeping, water, Solar and lunar Eclipses, Moon Split, Heaven becomes rosy,  Human Bronchus Makes Shahadah.

Numerical Congruity in the Holy Quran 
(Land and Sea) 

In Allah’s Book, the Holy Quran, there are different kinds of miracles: rhetoric(علم البلاغة) , mathematical, legislative(التشريع) , informative, etc. But in this article, we will talk about the remarkable numerical congruity in the Holy Quran. For example, the word “Barr”(land) is mentioned 13 times, while the word “Bahr” (sea) 33 times, taking into consideration that Allah’s Messenger, (PBUH), never saw the sea or was at all concerned about it. Now, if we add up the times the word “Barr” (land) is mentioned and the times the word “Bahr” (sea) is mentioned, the total number is 46 Verses. If we divide the number of the times the word “Barr” (land) is mentioned by the total number of both land and sea words, i.e. 33/46, we get the same actual percentage of land and sea on the surface of the earth. This percentage is 71% sea and 29% land. In other words, percentage of the occurrence of the word “land” and the word “sea” in the Holy Quran is exactly the same as it is in reality. Is the Holy Quran the words of a human being? That is impossible! It is certainly Allah’s Divine Book! The percentage of the occurrence of the “land” words to the “sea” ones in the Holy Quran is in absolute conformity with the real percentage of the land to the sea on the earth’s surface: 29% land and 71% sea. This kind of numerical miracle, which religious scholars sometimes call “Mathematical Accuracy of the Holy Quran” provides crystal clear evidence that the Holy Quran is definitely and certainly Allah’s Divine Book. Also, the word “Shahr” (month) is mentioned only 12 times in the Holy Quran. Is this a mere coincidence?! Are these the words of a human being? Absolutely not! By the way, the more developed science becomes, the more new miracles scientists discover in the Holy Quran. In fact, the foregoing facts provide crystal clear evidence that the Holy Quran is, beyond a shadow of doubt, Allah’s Divine Book; and Allah’s Words are by no means matched by any human words, just Allah, All Mighty, is Unique and Absolutely Unmatchable by any of His creatures. Yes, indeed! The Holy Quran is Allah’s Book! It is the Book that Allah, All Mighty, enjoined on all mankind; and He, All Mighty, will certainly question us all about it. Human Body 


In the life of each and every one of us are crystal clear Divine Miracles that bespeak Allah’s Infinite Divine Power. One of such marvelous miracles is our human body, which is closest to us. In the retina there are ten layers that have light-sensors, cones and canes. In the human ear there is a net similar to that of the eye. It has auditory cells that transmit even most accurate sounds. In the human brain there is an apparatus that measures the time difference of sound arrival to each of the two ears. On the surface of the human tongue there are taste-juts that help man differentiate different kinds of tastes: sweet, bitter, salty, and sour…etc. They also transmit tastes to the brain. Each sound pronounced by man is articulated by 17 muscles. If the red blood corpuscles were lined one beside another, they would make a line six times as long as the circumference of the earth. In the average life of a person, the heart pumps as much blood as would fill the highest sky scrapers in the world. In the human brain 14 billion outer cells and 100 billion supporting cells, whose work is not known yet; nevertheless, it can not understand its own secrets. In the human lungs there are lung-roots that look like a clutch of grapes. In the human liver there are 300 billion cells that are completely renewed in four months. The different kinds of work the liver does are so numerous and vital that a person can not survive without a liver for more than three hours. In the internal wall of the human stomach there are cells that produce more than several liters of Hydrochloric acid a day. And scientists have not so far been able to find an answer to the question: Why doesn’t the stomach digest itself?! Isn’t the stomach a miracle?!  Under the surface of the skin there are conditioners of body temperature, i.e. sweat-glands, each of which has a special conditioner which regulates its temperature and moisture. Our body, with which we live is the nearest Divine Miracle to us. And the afore-mentioned are indisputable facts discovered by doctors tens of years ago. In this context Allah, All-Mighty, says, “And also in your own selves (there are Divine Signs). Will you not then see?!”
Early Sleep

In fact, Allah’s Book, the Holy Quran, and Prophetic Sunnah reiterate the importance of early sleep and early rise. To this effect, Allah, Most Gracious, says, “And We have made your sleep as a rest." He, All-Mighty, also says, “Perform the Salat (Prayer) from midday till the darkness of the night, and recite the Quran in the early dawn. Verily, the recitation(تلاوة)  of the Quran in the early dawn is ever witnessed (attended by the angels).” To the same effect, Allah’s Messenger, (PBUH), says, “O Allah! Bless the earliness of my people!” He, (PBUH), also says, “The two Rak’as of the Dawn Prayer are better than the whole present world and (all) the things therein.” Abdullah Bin Mas’oud said: “Allah’s Messenger forbade us from staying awake after the Late-Evening Prayer.” Allah’s Messenger, (PBUH), bids(يدعونا)  us to go to bed early and to get up early; and Allah, Praised and Exalted(القوي ) , says, “…and recite(يتلو)  the Quran in the early dawn,” i.e. the Quranic Verses that are recited in the Dawn Prayer, Verily, the recitation of the Quran in the early dawn is ever witnessed(شهيد على )  (attended by the angels).” First fact: Scientists confirm that the highest rate of Ozone in the Earth’s atmosphere is at dawn; and then it gradually decreases until sunrise when it is minimized. This gas, Ozone, has a very useful effect on the human nervous system, and it activates mental and physical work. Hence, those who stay in bed late after sunrise feel exhausted during the rest of the day. Second fact: the rate of ultraviolet rays is higher at sunrise than when the sun has risen to the middle of the sky. Ultraviolet rays are responsible for making Vitamin D, which, in turn, is responsible for precipitation (ترسيب) of Calcium in bones. In other words, remaining asleep after sunrise causes fragility and weakness of bones. Third fact: Early rise prevents prolonged (طويل) sleep. Sleep for eight straight hours minimizes energy of the body and pulse-beat, and it causes blood to run slowly along blood vessels. This causes fatty substances to precipitate on the inner walls of blood vessels, which makes them narrow and sometimes causes angina pectoris. Getting up early to perform the Dawn Prayer prevents prolonged sleep. If necessary, sleep can be divided into two periods: before and after sunrise. Fourth fact: In the human body there is a substance that enhances energy of the whole body, increases metabolism therein, and multiplies the rate of sugar in blood. It reaches its highest rate at dawn and then drops down after that. 
 To wrap up, the above-mentioned are some of the facts that verify Allah’s Book, the Holy Quran, and Prophetic Sunnah and Tradition. 
Water
We should remember the air and the water as two of Allah’s Great Divine Favors to mankind. We should remember the relationship existing between them, because without such relationship, human life on this planet would be impossible. The relationship between air and water can be summed up as follows:  The air carries steam at most miraculous rates and temperatures. At 0° Celsius, one cubic meter of air carries five grams of steam, but if the air is heated to the temperature of 20° or 30° C., it carries 130 grams of steam. The differences in the rates of the air’s ability to carry steam according to differences of temperature stand behind the downfall of rain, without which there would be no plants, without which there would be no animals or humans. This is because water is certainly the essence of life. To this effect, Allah, All Mighty, says, “And We have made from water all living things.” 
As for the way Allah, All Mighty, drives water from the seas and oceans to all continents, Allah, Glory to Him, does this by means of the rain. Thanks to the air’s ability to carry steam at certain different rates according to different temperatures, the air carries the steam, after water has been heated and turned into steam by the process of evaporation, and drives it along. In cold places, where the temperature is low enough to force the air to let go the steam it is carrying, the condensed steam turns into drops of water that fall down on the earth in the form of rain. This is the way rain is made. The hot rays of sunlight fall down on vast areas of the surface of the earth, especially seas and oceans, which constitute 4/5 of the entire surface of the earth, and cause water to evaporate and turn into steam. The air, which is caused by the different pressures in the atmosphere, carries the steam along to different places and continents. When the air meets cold fronts, it lets go the steam it is carrying and, thus, causes rain to fall down. Who has made this miraculous natural law? Who has given water the property of evaporation when temperature rises? Who has given the air the ability to carry steam? Who has made certain amounts of steam carried by the air at certain temperatures? Among the scientifically miraculous Quranic Verses that have to do with water are Allah’s Words: “See you not that Allah sends down water (rain) from the sky and We (Allah) produce therewith fruits of various colors, and among the mountains are streaks of white and red of varying colors, and others dark black; and likewise of men and living moving creatures, and cattle, are of various colors?! It is only those who have knowledge among His salves that fear Allah. 
Solar and lunar Eclipses 

When Allah’s Messenger’s son, Ibraheem, passed away, Allah’s Messenger’s attitude towards such dire(حادث أليم)  event was that of a merciful compassionate(شفوق – رحيم) father who firmly believed in Allah’s Divine Decree, who bore patiently His Divine Decision, and who accepted contentedly His Divine Will. Ibraheem’s death coincided with a Solar Eclipse, so some of the Messenger’s Companions thought that the Sun was eclipsed due to Ibraheem’s death. Therefore, Allah’s Messenger, (PBUH), who was custodian of Divine Revelation, stood up to deliver a speech whereby he (PBUH) confirmed his rejection of confusing scientific facts with superstitions of common people. He, (PBUH) said, “Verily, the Sun and the Moon are two of Allah’s (cosmic) Signs. They are not eclipsed neither for the death nor the birth of anyone. They are Signs whereby Allah frightens His slaves.” A Lunar Eclipse is the partial or total darkening of the Moon caused by the Earth when it passes between the Sun and the Moon. A Solar Eclipse is the partial or total darkening of the Sun caused by the Moon when it passes between the Sun and the Earth. Both phenomena betoken Allah’s Infinite Divine Might, Power and Mercy. To this effect, Allah, All-Mighty, says, “And from among His (Allah’s) Signs are the night and the day, and the Sun and the Moon. Prostrate yourselves neither to the Sun nor to the Moon, but prostrate yourselves to Allah, Who created them, if you (really) worship Him.” He, Glory to Him, also says, “Say (O Muhammad): ‘tell me! If Allah made the day continuous for you till the Day of Resurrection, which god besides Allah could bring you night wherein you rest?! Will you not then see?!’. The Sun is 400 times away from us than the Moon is, which makes them both seem to be of the same size. Therefore, the Moon can eclipse the Sun if it passes along between it (the Sun) and the Earth. 
Moon Split

Muslims believe that while Muhammad was in Mecca, Allah split the Moon as a miracle to the Meccans. This claim is made in the Quran.  The amazing and wonderful phenomenon of the splitting of the Moon was a manifest sign of the truth that the Resurrection (البعث) , of which the Holy Prophet was giving them the news, could take place and that it had approached near at hand. The great sphere of the Moon had split into two distinct parts in front of their very eyes. The two parts had separated and receded so much apart from each other that to the on-lookers one part had appeared on one side of the mountain and the other on the other side of it. Then, in an instant the two had rejoined.    

Heaven becomes rosy 
Muslims claim that the Cat's eye nebula was foretold in the Quran. And when the heaven splitted asunder and become rosy like red hide.   This nebula is much more complex than other nebulas suggesting that the star might be a double-star system. The dynamical effects of two stars orbiting one another can explain these intricate structures. (The two stars are too close together to be individually resolved by Hubble, and instead, appear as a single point of light at the center of the nebula.). Muhammad was a typical prophet of doom and gloom. He was very fond of scaring people with tales of blazing fires and dreadful things. The above verses are one of his scare mongering stunts. In the above verses he is threatening his gullible followers that one day the sky will open asunder and becomes red (with fire).  He thought that the sky is like a blue dome overhanging the earth with invisible columns that can open asunder. Saying that the sky will open asunder shows this man, like his contemporaries was ignorant of what sky is.   

Human Bronchus Makes Shahadah  

The human air tubes and it reads the Islamic Shahadah. Do you see any Shahadah there? This is just a ridiculous attempt of a Muslim to create yet another miracle for his Allah. Have a look at the pictures of the human air tubes in any book of anatomy and see if you can find anything resembling the drawing forged by Muslims. This just demonstrates the desperation of the Muslims to make their completely nonsense religion believable. But who would believe in that drawing to represent the real human air tubes except a total illiterate that has not seen a picture of human anatomy in his life? The morals of the prophet

Not only was he a Prophet, but also a head of state and a true leader at the same time. His greatness was not only in his dealings with people or in his kind manners, but he was a superb politician and a wise leader. He was an impeccable lecturer; full of wisdom and able to convey the utmost meaning with a few words. He constantly sought his companions’ opinions and advice although he is by far more knowledgeable and rightly guided than they are. He never put down an opinion or belittled anyone. Wisdom was his goal and he sought it everywhere as long as it was within the boundaries of Islamic law. We will focus on a small aspect of his great character in this research paper. 
Selflessness

    It was a settled principle with the Prophet that he always kept to the fore his own kith(أصدقاء)  and kin(عشيرة – نسيب)  and those who were nearer to him in facing a risk or hazard(مخاطرة)  but allotted them the last place in distributing favors and rewards and spoils of war. Unlike the kings, rulers (حكام) and political leaders the Prophet of God always kept his kins and kindreds in the background, giving preference to others in giving out gifts and rewards. 

 

Hospitality

   Muhammad was also a very hospitable person. Even before he was raised to the status of Prophet hood, he was known as a hospitable and generous man. Nobody ever went away from him empty handed. He used to feed the poor, the needy, the widows and orphans and was very popular among the people of Makkah. In Medinah, his hospitality knew no bounds and his house was open to all; rich and poor, friend and foe, all came to him and were treated very generously by him. His hospitality was not confined to Muslims alone, but was extended to all human beings, irrespective of caste or creed. Muhammad was extremely hospitable and entertained all who came to his house. He also taught his companions verbally as well as by his practical example to be hospitable to all.

Sacrifice

   The most conspicuous (واضح) quality of Muhammad was his unselfish struggle for the cause of Islam and sacrifice of his personal comforts for other people. He sacrificed all, even the love and comfort of his most dear ones, for Islam and for the convenience of other people. He loved his daughter, Fatima, so much that he used to stand up with an abundance of love for her and kissed her forehead whenever she came to see him. She lived in extreme poverty and she worked on a wheel to grind flour and brought water from the well. He never cared for his own interests or the interests of his most dear ones, when he was considering the interest and welfare of the people. Muhammad spent all his life in poverty but still never refused anyone's request. After the Muslim victories. Muhammad himself set an example of self-sacrifice by his own deeds for others, and his companions followed in his footsteps. In short, Muhammad lived and liked a simple life and enjoyed every minute of it. He taught his companions, through his personal example, to lead a simple life and not to be ostentatious (يشعر بالفخر) 

Fair Dealing

        Muhammad was always fair and honest in his dealings with other people even before his prophet hood. Gradually he became well-known and the people trusted him. It was his honesty and fair dealing in business that impressed Khadijah, who first entrusted her enterprise to him and later married him. All the people who had done business dealings with him before his prophet hood had always praised his honesty and fair dealing in trade. He was not only fair in business dealings with other people but also encouraged his companions to be so. 
Justice

    Muhammad proved by his own example that no one could be more just and equitable(عادل)  than the Messenger of God. As head of the state of Medinah, he decided all cases on merit with justice and equity, irrespective (غير مهتم) of color (عرق – لون) , creed (عقيدة) , or race. The Prophet was so well-known for his justice that even the Jews, who were his deadly enemies, brought their suits to him and he decided cases in accordance with their law. He very strictly followed the Commandment of God. 

Courage, Bravery and Shyness

    Muhammad had great courage. He faced a multitude (حشد – عدد) of dangers and calamities (نكبات – كوارث) all at once but never showed any weakness or timidity (جُبن). Courage and shyness are often regarded as conflicting traits (آثار) but the two poised (توازن) the Prophet's character in a like manner. Being extremely modest, he blushed (استحي) like a maiden (العذراء) , if he came across anything shocking or outrageous(شائن – مهين) . On such occasions his countenance changed showing his displeasure. Such was his coyness (خجل – حياء) that he was even diffident to express anything disagreeable to one's face and usually asked somebody else to do the job for him. 

Do we apply the prophet's virtues?

Muhammad was the paragon of virtue and if we do a self searching and review our actions and behavior in the mirror of prophet's life, we will find our face awfully ugly. But we can apply the virtues of our prophet Muhammad by: . . .Avoid Polemic: The commands that Islam issued to keep the tongue safe from baseless and absurd things is to declare polemical discussion and controversial debating and to shut its doors upon Muslims, irrespective of whether the polemical debating is correct or otherwise. Avoidance of Nonsense is a Condition of Success : To avoid irrelevant and nonsensical things is a condition for success and is a proof of perfection. Take an Account of Yourself : Before addressing others take a glance(نظرة – لمحة )  at yourself, and ask yourself whether this is an occasion which demands speaking. If the answer is in the affirmative, then speak, otherwise silence is much better. To avoid talking unnecessarily on appropriate occasions is a worship of great rewards. gain The Manners of Conversation : The tongue and the language are great gifts of Allah. Islam has explained how people can derive(يشتق - يستنتج)  benefit from this unparallel (فريدة) blessing, and how the speech that I flows from their tongues throughout the day be used for goodness and truth. People who are never tired of talking are not few in number. Do not go near Jealousy : Islam has declared jealousy as haram (forbidden). Allah has commanded his Messenger to seek shelter from the mischief of jealous people, because jealousy is a spark that burns inside the bosom (صدر) and hurts the jealous person as well as others.

One of the most remarkable duels in history took place during the Battle of the Ditch between Ali bin Abi Taalib and Amr bin Abdu Wud. Amr (We shall call him the Giant!) was a huge man of a tremendous height and bulk, and while on his feet would tower above his fellow men. Sitting on his great horse, he looked positively unreal. Big, strong and fearless, he had a fierce countenance--an aspect which thrilled his comrades and dismayed his enemies. Amr stood motionless as he let his gaze wander scornfully(باحتقار- باستهزاء)  over the ranks of the Muslims. Suddenly the Giant raised his head and roared, "I am Amr bin Abdu Wud. I am the greatest warrior in Arabia. I am invincible. Is there anyone among you who has the courage to meet me in personal combat?" The challenge was received by the Muslims in silence. They looked at one another. They looked at the Holy Prophet. But no one moved, for the Giant was famous for his strength and skill, and though wounded several times, had never yet lost a duel, nor spared an opponent. It was said that he was equal to 500 horsemen; that he could lift a horse bodily and hurl it to the ground; that he could pick up a calf with his left hand and use it as a shield in combat. The vivid Arab imagination had created around this formidable warrior a legend of invincibility. So the Muslims remained silent, and the Giant laughed with contempt--a laugh in which the Quraish also joined, for they stood quite close to the ditch and could see and hear all that went on. "So is there none among you who has the courage of a man? And what of your Islam? And your Prophet?" At this blasphemous taunt, Ali left his position in the front rank of the Muslims, approached the Holy Prophet and sought permission to engage the challenger and silence his insolent tongue once and for all. The Prophet replied, "Sit down. This is Amr!" Ali returned to his position. There was another burst of scornful laughter, more taunts, another challenge. Again Ali went up to the Prophet. Again the Prophet declined permission. More laughter, more taunts. Again the challenge from Amr, and this time more insulting than before. "Where is your paradise?" He shouted, "Of which you say that those who lose in battle will enter it? Can you not send a man to fight me?" When Prophet saw in Ali's eyes a look which he knew well; and he knew that Ali could no longer be restrained. He looked at Ali fondly, for Ali was dearer to him than any other man. He took off his turban and wound it around Ali's head. He next took off his sword and girded it at Ali's waist. And he prayed: "O Lord! Help him!? Now in Ali's hand, was the sword to become the most famous in Islam, killing more men in fair combat than any sword in history. This was the Zulfiqar. Ali hastily collected a small group of Muslims and strode out towards the unbelievers.
