Programme Structure
All students in the Faculties of Engineering, Informatics & Computer Science, and Business Administration, Economics and Political Science register initially for the BUE Preparatory Year. They progress to Year 1 of the Loughborough University validated programme (where applicable), subject to completing the regulatory requirements of the Preparatory Year.
Note: New faculties and degree programmes may be added and an announcement will be made as soon as possible. Please visit the BUE website www.bue.edu.eg.
2.2 Our UK Partners
The BUE operates within the framework of the United Kingdom of Great Britain’s Quality Assurance Agency and provides degrees equivalent to UK degrees for those programmes which are validated by our UK partners (see Section 2.1 above). 
Loughborough University (LU)
Loughborough University (LU) is one of the top UK universities. It has won the Times Higher Education Award for ‘Best Student Experience’ for five successive years in a national student survey in 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009 and 2010. With 3,000 staff and 12,000 students, it has the largest single-site campus in the UK, with 437 acres of land. 
Students who successfully complete the regulatory requirements of the validated programmes receive two awards, one from the BUE, validated by the SCU, and the second from LU.
· Partnership Activities
In addition to the validation of undergraduate degree programmes, the partnership between BUE and LU has developed the following arrangements:
a) Progression Routes
A number of progression routes have been agreed for students who have undertaken one or two years of study at BUE. Qualified students may apply to complete their studies at LU in the UK.
b) BUE Tuition Fee Bursary at LU
Students progressing from BUE to LU will be offered a bursary to cover 20% of their tuition fees. 
Queen Margaret University (QMU)
Queen Margaret University, Edinburgh (QMU) has a nursing programme which is well established and collaborates with various countries around the world.  It has been ranked 1st in the UK for overall living experience and international student support, which includes the library/learning resource centre. BUE students get full access to the QMU website and library. Staff from QMU visit the BUE on a regular basis and conduct workshops and training and are actively involved in the programme and its quality assurance.  Students receive a dual degree from the BUE and QMU.
2.3 Progression, Regulations and the Student Handbook
Our programmes are modular in structure. They are taught in two semesters per year. Each programme year contains 120 credits. Students must complete the full requirements of each programme year before progressing to the next programme year. In addition, students must satisfy English language progression requirements each year. Full details are given in the General Academic Regulations (GAR).
The (GAR), the Examination and Assessment Regulations (EAR) and the Student Handbook can be accessed via the BUE homepage (www.bue.edu.eg).

3.3 English Language
Minimum English Language entry requirements and details of the English programme and English progression requirements are specified in the GAR. Students’ level of English language is determined through placement tests during the summer preceding their first academic year at the University. Students are required to pass Intermediate level for entry into the Preparatory Year*. Details of the English Language requirements are included in the GAR.
*An intensive Pre-Sessional course is offered to students who do not score Intermediate on the English Placement Test. (For further information: Contact Student Affairs).
English Language Placement Test
Students are assigned to English groups at their proper English language level by a Placement Test that all students must take. All applicants must schedule an English Language Placement Test with the Student Affairs Office. 
If applicants want to re-schedule their English Language Placement Test, they should contact the Student Affairs Office at least 48 hours prior to their scheduled test.

The test is an internationally recognized and standardised English Placement Test. It is one hour long. No preparation is needed since the purpose is simply to assess the applicant’s current language proficiency so as to place him or her in the appropriate English level.

There are opportunities to take the test on given days in the summer.  More information on the Placement Test and the schedule of test dates may be obtained from the Student Affairs Office.

Based on their test score, students take one of two paths:

Preparatory Year Programme
Most students will have direct entry into the Preparatory Year Programme by being placed into one of four levels of the English Programme. Successful completion of a module is required to pass on to the next level.

The sequence of the modules is:

· Intermediate
· Upper Intermediate

· Advanced*
· Advanced Writing*
 (* These modules are compulsory for all students)

Transferred Students are required to score not less than the under mentioned levels in the BUE English Placement Test:
· Students admitted into Degree Year One 
  Upper Intermediate English
· Students admitted into Degree Year Two 
  Advanced English
Foundation Programme
This is designed for students whose level of English is below Intermediate Level. Such a level of English does not qualify them to embark on studies in the Preparatory Year Programme where English is essential for academic success.

The Foundation English Programme is an intensive one year long programme preceding the Preparatory Year Programme. The Foundation Programme aims to improve students’ language proficiency level through the integrated development of the four language skills: reading, writing, speaking and listening.

The Foundation Programme offers 15 hours of class study per week. In addition to class study, students are expected to work independently through the use of the language laboratory and completion of additional work. 

Foundation Programme students have the opportunity to take one module per semester from the Preparatory Year, and study them during the Foundation Year if the timing matches the English schedule.
After completing the Foundation Programme, students will progress to the Preparatory Year upon passing the Foundation module and achieving the required level for admission to the Preparatory year as per the GAR as determined through a  Placement Test. 

Section Four

4.1 Scholarship Terms and Conditions

Applicants are eligible for various scholarships according to their academic, sporting and other achievements in accordance with these Terms and Conditions (Official documents must be submitted before 31 October 2012):

· An applicant who qualifies for more than one scholarship will be awarded whichever scholarship is the highest

· All scholarship discounts apply to the Tuition Fee only

· All scholarships are one year awards and are re-evaluated at the beginning of every academic year based on the student’s academic, sporting and other achievements during the previous year, as appropriate

· All scholarships (except academic achievement) are granted on the condition that the student successfully progresses to the following year and providing official documents concerning the academic year.

4.2 Early Admission Scholarship

An Early Admission Scholarship of 5% will be granted if full payment of the net annual fees is made by 31 July 2012.
