	Tell the students a story to prepare for the

introduction of the past perfect:

I draw attention to the unit aims box and explain.

I ask students what they know about Hesham

and the job he does, and what he has just bought

recently. Students look at the pictures and say what is happening.

Students read the story. I check understanding of

park (the car) and a service.

I get them to tell the gist of the story in their own

words. Students work in pairs to choose a title for the story, then report back to the class.

I discuss what might happen next in the story.

I make sure students understand the task. Use the

example to demonstrate.

Students match the responses to the questions.

I check their answers.

I ask students to find examples of the past perfect

in the questions and answers. They can do this

individually in class, or for homework.

Read, make apologies and replies


	
	I revise the story of Hesham and the lost car from lesson 1.

Students look at the picture and say what is

happening. I read through the sentences and check understanding. I explain apology.

I play the cassette or read the tape script. Students write True or False next to each sentence. I play the cassette or read the tape script again, stopping after the answer to each item. I check their answers. I correct the false statements. I discuss what students think the police officer thought of Hesham.

I check understanding of apology. I ask how

students would apologise in English.

I read through the two boxes, giving examples

of when these apologies and responses might be

used.

Students look at the pictures and say what is

happening. I show how in some pictures, the apology is accepted, (b and d) and in some, the person is cross, and asks for the problem to be put right (a and c).

Students form pairs and take it in turns to

apologise and respond.

I monitor, noting any common errors to review

with the whole class after the activity.

I ask some pairs to demonstrate.

Students say what kind of text it is (a magazine article).

 Students look at the picture and say what is

happening.

I explain the new word guard.

Students read the text and answer questions a–f. Students form pairs and compare answers. I check their answers.

Students circle the new word in red, owner,

which is not explained in the next exercise, and work out what it means from the context.

I ask students who they think the robber might

have been.

Students read the text again and circle the other new words in red.

Students read definitions a–e, then read the text again to find the contexts of the words, and work out which word goes with which definition.

I check their answers.

I ask students some checking questions to

practise all the new vocabulary.
